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“Prepare the Way of the Lord” 
  
“An account of the genealogy of Jesus…” begins the Gospel according to Matthew (1:1). Of course we 
start using Luke’s version of the Gospel on the first Sunday of Advent (Nov 29) who like Matthew 
goes into a genealogy of his own, though really in chapter 3:23-38. Our lectionary bypasses these 
genealogies, not including them on Sunday readings. John also has a genealogy though much different 
than these other two. Many of us find it important and cathartic to look into our family background, our 
family trees to get a deeper understanding of ourselves and our families. Perhaps some of you do actual 
research into your family tree. Some even do Scrapbooking like my wife and her sister, combining 
research and photo or written memories. Did you know that the genealogies of Matthew and Luke both 
contain embarrassing details? That these genealogies are actually controversial? 
  
Like all human related entities, Trinity Memorial Episcopal Church has a genealogy. I’m not talking 
simply about what you prepared two years ago for your building – Capital Funds drive. Yes there are 
skeletons in the closet…at least some old dusty things from the parish past we don’t want to have see 
the light. Our genealogy has some embarrassing details as well. It also has wonderful, life-giving 
events as well. To move beyond the past, the hidden must see the light lest it repeat. 
  
Advent is a time of preparation. As we prepare not only for the coming anniversary of the birth of 
Jesus, but also to send out a Search Committee to seek, discern, and propose a new Rector for us, I 
believe we need to consider more deeply and honestly the genealogy of Trinity Memorial Church 
during Advent. 
  
Therefore I invite you to a potluck meal each Wednesday evening beginning at 6:15 pm, followed by 
45 to 60 minutes of presentation where this parish has been, a consideration of its genealogy, and of 
course where it is now. I (Fr Alan) will lead this and may ask a few individuals to present portions. A 
chart will be attempted. 
  
HOMEWORK: Please look over the third chapter of the Gospel of Luke to set a frame of reference 
for you, and if you have time all of Luke chapters 1 to 3, and Matthew’s first two chapters.  
  
BRING: A dish to share          COST = $ 0.00           WHEN: 6:15 Advent Wednesdays 
  
In verse 80 of Luke chapter 1, it says that the child Jesus “grew and became strong in the Spirit”.  Let 
us grow together by considering our genealogy here, that we also become strong in the Spirit. Come 
and be alert! Get prepared for who is coming into our midst.
