The same with profes-
sional ball players, and most other professionals: it takes doing things over and over and over, 
always beginning again and again. Skill takes time to develop. Artistic beauty takes time to  
develop; good dancing takes time to develop.  
 

I’m not speaking here of those lists many of us craft out of guilt – those ‘new years reso-
lutions’ – I’m speaking about a God-given opportunity. A new year is a gift; what we do then is 
up to us. What will you do with this opportunity? Please don’t go for the new years resolution 
list – go simply for a commitment to have God first in your life – and responding to His lead –

      On Sunday, January 24 there will be 
only one service at 9:30 am.   
            Our Annual Parish Meeting will be 
held immediately following the service. The 
purpose of the Annual Meeting is to elect 
members to the Vestry; receive reports from 
the Vestry, parish officers, and organizations; 
receive the 2010 budget, and to transact any  
other business as may be necessary. 
      Those required to turn in reports to be in-
cluded in the annual report (committee chair-
persons and organizations) should do so by 
Sunday, January 17. 
      According to the new bylaws adopted two 
years ago at the diocesan convention, Vestry 
nominations will be made from the floor the 
day of the meeting. The qualifications for 
nominees are: A person at least sixteen years 
of age, whose Baptism has been recorded in 
this Church, has received Holy Communion in 
this Church at least three times during the pre-
ceding year and who for the previous year has 
been faithful in corporate worship, unless for 
good cause prevented, and has been faithful in 
working, praying and giving for the spread of 
the Kingdom of God. 
            The Vestry has many responsibilities to 
include: governing and managing the Parish 
and is responsible for its property and material 
affairs.  They shall further the temporal and 
spiritual welfare of the Parish; provide a suit-
able place of worship and see that it is pro-
vided with all things necessary to the worship 
of Almighty God.  They shall select and call a 
Rector and provide for the remuneration of the 
Rector; and shall present to each Annual Parish 
Meeting a report on its work during the year 
preceding and a budget for the next year. 
      Vestry meetings are scheduled normally for 
the second Sunday of each month at noon. In 
addition this year, a Vestry retreat is set for 
Saturday, February 13, at Olmsted Manor for 

all vestry members, including the newly elected 
members. 
 
     Following the annual meeting, there will be a  
“Day of Discovery” led by the search committee.  
This is an extremely important part of the search 
process. It is a time when each congregation 
member has the opportunity to discuss the parish 
strengths and weaknesses.  
     Please prayerfully consider all this informa-
tion and make every effort to be here on January 
24th as we prepare for the next steps in our jour-
ney in doing God’s work.
