It's true: the original events were
tragic and ghastly to say the least. But how muely reveal to us about God!

God was not willing to spare himself, through has$he pain and agony and death of his beloved. He
was not willing to call in the troops of Angelsrescue and fight those who arrested, tortured and c
cified Jesus. God wasn’t willing to do all of usfar our human failings, our terrible and tragio.si

And finally and most importantly, God wasn’t goiagay: when all seemed lost, his Son was resur-
rected — but not until after facing the horror,rpand rejection (and walking through it).

We claim in our Good Friday liturgy that we adoreriSt, because by his holy cross he brought about
our redemption. But do we? Really? Do we adoredmough that we’ll walk the road to his crucifix-
ion with him? Palm Sunday’s liturgy prays that “may walk in the way of his suffering...” (BCP
272). Will we face the awfulness of what happenedally? Are we really willing to follow him?
